The writer wishes to thank those persons who gave of their time to review this 
document to find errors and make suggestions that result in a more professional and 
accurate document.  Those individuals include Jane Stein, Community Leader; Sylvia 
Vinson, KPB Planning Department; and Betty Glick, former Assembly Member. 
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What is a “Moving Average Trendline?” 
 
Charts in economic reports frequently include “moving average trendlines.”  A 
description of “trendline” is in order. 
 
The purpose of a trendline is to demonstrate the average of data groupings and how that 
average relates to averages of similar groupings within the chart. 
 
Imagine that a bar chart illustrates twelve quarters of data.  The trendline begins at the 
fourth entry in the series and marks the point representing the average of the first 
through the fourth numbers in the series, in this case a 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th quarter average 
value, one year.  The trendline continues to the right in the chart.  As the trendline 
reaches the next data point in the series, the trend line will move to the point on the 
scale representing the average of the second through the fifth entries in the series – still 
four quarters of data, but this time those values would be the 2nd, 3rd and 4th quarter of 
the first year plus the 1st quarter of the second year. 
 
The process continues through the chart.  As the line moves through the chart, it drops 
the entry marking the beginning of the previous trend point average, adds the entry just 
ahead of the previous set of four and indicates the average of the new set of four 
numbers in the series.  The resulting “smoothing” effect allows the reader to more easily 
see change from one year to the next. 
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Reported sales in the Kenai Peninsula Borough (KPB) for second quarter 2006 increased on both 
gross and taxable levels.  Gross sales gained 2.1% over second quarter 2005 while taxable sales 
grew by 4.4%.  On the year-to-date June 30 standard, gross sales are down 0.7% while taxable 
sales are 6.0% ahead of one year ago.   Construction activity has backed off from last year but 
values remain second highest since 1993.  There were 129 permits issued during 2006 compared 
to 145 during second quarter last year, but volume is third highest on record.  As with sales, 
year-to-date data indicates slight decreases but the overall total is near all time highs.   
 
The KPB labor force and employment in the KPB remain steady near all time highs while the 
number of unemployed persons is in the low average range.  The three factors combine to 
provide an unemployment rate that is third lowest since 1990, behind 2000 and 2001. 
 
The hydrocarbon industry keeps our interest as companies and political entities struggle to 
overcome barriers to development and to continued operations.  A jack-up drilling rig is 
expected in Cook Inlet this winter as oil and gas exploration interest continues.  Escopeta 
obtained a Jones Act exemption and the rig should make its way to Cook Inlet so drilling can 
begin in March. The average daily rate of a jack-up rig at year-end 2004 was $57,500.  The cost 
of mobilization to Alaska waters is estimated to be between $12 and $20 million.  Tesoro is 
adding a $45 million facility for production of low sulfur diesel, activity that provides a low 
sulfur diesel product to meet federal mandates that become effective during 2010, and at the 
same time providing local employment opportunities.  Agrium is completing Phase I of a study 
to determine economic viability of a coal gasification plant that would use coal from the west 
side of Cook Inlet to provide feedstock for its fertilizer production.  Gas supplies have proven to 
be a stumbling block for the company, which has struggled to remain operational due to lack of 
feedstock at acceptable prices.  Closures have twice been averted as gas supplies were located, 
although Agrium is operating only two of the four urea plants and two of four ammonia plants.   
 
While the hydrocarbon industry is active year around, the two other major industries in the KPB 
are more seasonal with the major portion of activity occurring during the coming summer 
months.  Initial reports indicate tourism establishments are starting the summer with strong 
visitation, providing summer employment opportunities for students and hope for a profitable 
summer for local retailers.   Commercial fishers are hopeful for a strong return of sockeye 
salmon, though projections indicate that a low return is expected. 
 
The Denali Biotechnologies plant has begun operations that process wild berries into a 
scientifically based nutraceuticals aid, an addition to the manufacturing sector.  Headquarters are 
located in the KPB but wild blueberries are purchased from native and private landowners across 
the state.   
 

SALES 
Second quarter 2006 gross sales of $590,693,516 were 2.1% above the $578,573,148 in sales 
occurring during 2005, a difference of $12,120,368, as six of ten sectors reported gains.  Taxable 
sales increased 4.4% from $220,724,339 during 2005 to $230,347,945 during the most recent 
quarter, with eight of ten sectors experiencing increasing sales.   
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Quarterly Sales 
Gross by Industry.  Second quarter 2006 gross sales of $590,693,516 were 2.1% above the 
$578,573,148 in sales occurring during 2005, a difference of $12,120,368, as six of ten sectors 
reported gains.  The construction sector saw a 16.0% decrease to $58,729,783.  While the drop 
seems significant, sales were third highest on record following strong sales in both 2003 and 
2005 when sales set a new high.  Manufacturing was also down, 14.8%, to $50,496,849 but again 
total sales were third highest, this time behind 2001 and 2005.  Finance, Insurance and Real 
Estate (FIRE) sales of $16,125,497 were down 2.8% from the $16,585,118 reported one year 
ago.  Sale of wholesale goods decreased 0.9% to $36,103,657.   
 
Gaining 4.1%, gross sales in services reached $89,681,853, up from one year ago when sales 
were $86,181,796.   Transportation, Communications and Public Utilities (TCPU) sales 
increased 4.8%, from $68,723,636 during second quarter 2005 to $72,004,359 during the most 
recent quarter.  Retail sales increased 6.3% or $12,554,480, from $200,150,931 during second 
quarter 2005 to $212,705,411.  Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing (AFF) sales increased 9.3% 
from $5,742,115 to $6,278,383.  Mining, the only double-digit gainer, saw sales increase 36.4%, 
as sales grew to $48,554,473 from $35,586,431 one year ago.  Government sales of $13,251 are 
inconsequential.   (See page 15 for detail.) 
 
Taxable by Industry.  Taxable sales continued upward, increasing 4.4% over second quarter 
one year ago with total sales of $230,347,945, a quarterly gain of $9,623,606.  Sales during 
second quarter 2005 reached $220,724,339.  Retail sales made up 59.6% of total taxable sales, 
and increased 5.2% over 2005 with sales of $137,398,293.  Last year, second quarter retail sales 
totaled $130,554,777.  The $6,843,516 retail sales gain accounted for just over 71% of the 
overall taxable sales gain.  TCPU sales increased 7.8% from $22,116,281 to $23,850,568 for a 
$1,734,287 gain while sales in the service sector totaled $47,524,555, increasing 1.3% over 
second quarter 2005 when sales reached $46,906,929, a gain of $617,626.  Sale of wholesale 
goods increased $606,800 or 9.1% from $6,698,143 during second quarter 2005 to $7,304,943 
during the most recent second quarter.  Taxable sales in the mining sector increased $131,291 to 
$1,161,365, a 12.7% increase.  FIRE saw sales grow 1.1% or $63,049 to $5,857,751 while AFF 
sales increased $62,440 or 3.6% with sales of $1,799,707.  Government sales of $13,251 are 
inconsequential. 
 
Two sectors ended the quarter with declining sales when compared to second quarter 2005. 
Manufacturing sales decreased a total of $131,563 or 4.8% to $2,601,637 while construction 
sales were down $308,589 or 9.8% to $2,835,875. (See page 16 for detail.)   
 
Gross by Area.  With gross sales up 2.1%, five of six KPB reporting areas experienced gains 
to total $590,693,516 for the quarter.  Soldotna sales increased 11.4% to $97,633,142, a gain of 
$9,969,372, with strength in construction sales.  Kenai sales increased 3.8% to $106,342,297 
while sales outside the incorporated cities reached $248,779,184, a 3.0% gain.  Seldovia sales 
increased 0.9% to $2,139,811 while Homer was nearly stable as sales increased 0.01% or 
$10,462 to $86,213,651.

Seward, the only region with declining sales, had sales of $49,585,431, down 15.2% from the 
$58,467,271.  However, second quarter 2005 sales were exceptional and the 2006 sales total is 
second high on record.  (See detail on page 17.) 
 
Taxable by Area.  As with gross sales, only one of the six regions experienced declines for 
the quarter as taxable sales across the KPB totaled $230,347,945, a gain $9,623,606 over second 
quarter 2005.  All changes were single-digit gains or declines with a 4.4% KPB gain.  Kenai 
sales increased 8.7% from $37,426,438 to $40,691,796.  Soldotna’s $55,160,410 in sales marked 
a 5.7% increase over second quarter 2005 when sales reached $52,171,825.  Sales in the Other 
KPB region grew by 4.0% to total $65,897,133, increasing from $63,332,980.  Seward sales 
increased from $25,367,609 to $26,361,494, a 3.9% gain.  Lastly, Seldovia sales reached 
$943,499, a 1.2% increase over 2005 second quarter sales of $932,141. 
 
Homer experienced a decline in quarterly taxable sales, which total $41,293,613, down 0.5% 
from $41,493,346 one year ago, and second highest on record.  (See detail on page 18.) 
 

Year-to-Date 6/30 Sales 
Gross by Industry.  Year-to-date June 30 sales of $975,707,556 were less than one year ago 
when sales reached $982,799,753.  The 0.7% drop is equivalent to $7,092,197 in sales.  Five of 
ten sectors had decreased reported sales with change ranging from a 23.1% decline in 
manufacturing to 23.6% growth in mining.  Mining sales increased from $75,418,040 to 
$93,245,103 or $17,827,063.  Retail sales increased $23,372,881 or 7.1% from $331,370,411 to 
$354,743,292.  FIRE sales increased 6.8% from $28,532,104 to $30,463,662, a $1,931,558 gain.  
Sales in the service sector grew 3.6% or $4,744,592 as sales increased from $132,327,209 to 
$137,071,801.  Inconsequential government sales of $24,499 were up 3.3%. 
 
Five sectors had declining sales, three of them in double-digit range.  TCPU sales were down 
2.4% to $124,008,966 while AFF sales dropped 2.8% to $8,472,750.  Sale of wholesale goods 
decreased 15.5% to $62,251,763 from $73,648,629 while construction sales decreased 16.6% 
from $112,342,756 to $93,671,302.  Sales in manufacturing were $21,553,472 less than one year 
ago, reaching $71,754,418, a 23.1% decrease.  Manufacturing sales year-to-date June 30, 2005 
totaled $93,307,890.  (See detail on page 19.) 
 
Taxable by Industry.  Eight of ten industry sectors report sales gains during the first six 
months of 2006 over those of 2005 with sales of $387,155,622.  The large retail sector grew by 
$13,539,826 in taxable sales, 6.3%, to total $229,925,096.  TCPU sector sales increased 
$5,183,583 or 11.5%, reaching $50,378,040.  Services grew $1,748,844 or 2.6% to $68,279,090.  
The $1,382,818 increase in sale of wholesale goods brought sales to $13,704,515 for an 11.2% 
increase.    The $364,689 increase in FIRE sales marked a 3.5% gain, with sales increasing to 
$10,887,013 while AFF sales increased $166,422 or 6.2% to total $2,852,855 for the first two 
quarters of 2006.  Lastly, government sales increased 3.3% to $24,499. 
 
Only the manufacturing and construction sectors marked quarterly sales declines.  Construction 
sales topped out at $4,931,116, a 6.2% decrease while manufacturing sales totaled $3,984,540, 
down 2.3% from one year ago.  (See detail on page 20.) 
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Gross by Area.  Year to date June 30 sales were marked by increases in three areas and 
declining sales in three, resulting in a 0.7% KPB decrease.  Soldotna sales gained 10.7% or 
$16,455,787 to reach $170,095,199.  Seldovia’s gain followed with 8.1% growth to $3,656,049.  
Homer also had a sales increase, 3.1%, for the first half of 2006 with sales increasing $4,304,112 
and reaching $142,411,646.   
 
Sales in the Other KPB area declined $5,733,794 to $418,961,495, a 1.4% drop.  Kenai sales, 
$169,357,207, were down 4.9% or $8,681,938 from one year ago. Lastly, Seward sales declined 
16.1% or $13,710,144 to $71,225,960. (See detail on page 21.) 
 
Taxable by Area.  All areas of the KPB saw taxable sales increase as the KPB gained 6.0% 
overall.  Kenai, with the greatest percentage increase, saw sales increase $5,860,361 or 8.8%, to 
total $72,806,826.  Soldotna sales, $97,326,488, were 7.1% greater than the $90,905,994 in sales 
reported last year.  Other KPB sales also increased, 7.0%, moving upwards from $104,468,785 to 
$111,784,273, gaining $7,315,488.  Seldovia taxable year-to-date sales increased 4.9% to 
$1,579,311, gaining $74,153.  Seward taxable sales gained 3.0% over a year ago with sales of 
$36,523,458, compared to $35,458,594 a year ago.  Homer sales gained 2.0% to $67,135,266 
from $65,829,289 a year ago, increasing $1,305,977.  (See detail on page 22.) 
 

Annual Sales 
KPB 2005 annual gross sales of $2,551,424,605 were 9.4% above those of 2004 as nine of ten 
sectors had improved sales, five with double-digit growth. Five of the six reporting areas had 
increased sales for the year.   
 
Taxable sales increased 5.8% from 2004 to 2005 with sales of $825,606,495 as seven sectors 
reported increased sales while three had declining sales.  As with gross sales, all but one 
reporting area had increased taxable sales for the year. 
 
Gross by Industry.  KPB annual gross sales increased 9.4% during 2005 over 2004 sales, 
with all reported sales reaching $2,551,424,605, the second year to pass the $2 billion mark.  The 
largest percentage gain came in TCPU with a 33.0% increase to $257,837,257 in sales.  The AFF 
sector gained 21.9% with sales totaling $33,688,173 and the construction sector was not far 
behind, gaining 21.1% to total $287,397,573.  Manufacturing sales increased 16.2% or 
$42,921,977 to $307,865,301 and mining sector sales gained 5.0% to total $176,742,110, a gain 
of $11,387,999.  The large retail sector increased sales by 6.9% or $34,749,779 to reach a total of 
$734,600,440.  FIRE sales increased 3.9% and service sales increased 3.8% with reported sales 
of $67,222,418 and $323,040,441, respectively.  The inconsequential $38,807 in government 
sales marked a 10.5% gain. 
 
The only declining sector, wholesale goods, saw sales drop 1.0% or $3,611,833 to $362,992,085, 
down from $366,603,918 one year earlier.  (See detail on page 23.) 
 
Taxable by Industry.  KPB annual taxable sales increased 5.8% from 2004 to 2005, totaling 
$825,606,495, a gain of $45,033,429.  As can be expected in the large sector, retail sales had the 
largest monetary increase, $28,515,964 or 6.2%, reaching $490,159,639 or 59.4% of the 2005 
KPB total.  TCPU had the second largest monetary gain, up $8,973,009 or 10.8%, to total 
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$91,686,098, up from $82,713,089 during 2004.  Increasing by $7,289,011 or 4.7%, sales in the 
service sector grew from $155,208,927 during 2004 to $162,497,938 during 2005.  Increasing 
$666,271, sale of wholesale goods grew 2.5% to total $26,957,039 while AFF sales increased 
$477,935 to total $6,003,178, an 8.7% gain.  FIRE sales increased to $22,824,791 a gain of 
$273,750 or 1.2%.  Government’s 10.8% sales increase is inconsequential at $38,807.   
 
Mining sales decreased $1,015,183 or 18.5% to $4,487,117, down from $5,502,300.  Sales in the 
manufacturing sector decreased $128,539 or 1.3% while construction sales declined $22,556 or 
0.2% with sales totaling $9,731,407 and $11,220,481, respectively. (See detail on page 24.) 
 
Gross by Area.  KPB 2005 sales grew by 9.4% as five of six areas reported increased sales.  
Kenai gross sales expanded 14.3%, reaching $464,709,325 for the year due in part to strength in 
the TCPU sector.  This marks a $58,130,936 increase.  Seward, with $189,280,313 in sales, 
marked a 13.9% gain over the $166,196,695 gross sales reported for 2004.  Sales in the Other 
KPB region increased 8.9% to $1,196,399,603 while Homer sales gained 6.8% to reach 
$310,198,044.  Soldotna sales totaled $383,967,628 for the year gaining 6.3% or $22,711,369.  
(See detail on page 25.) 
 
Taxable by Area.  As with gross sales, 2005 taxable sales rose in all but one area, increasing 
5.8% to a total of $825,606,495.  Seward, the only double-digit gainer, increased 10.1% to 
$88,003,759.  Other KPB sales gained 6.6% to total $232,880,196 followed closely by Soldotna 
where sales increased 5.6% to $211,333,890.  Homer and Kenai each had taxable sales increases 
of 4.1% as Homer sales reached $145,704,361 and Kenai total taxable sales were $144,303,693. 
 
Seldovia was the only area with decreasing sales, down 0.2% to $3,380,596 in reported sales.  
(See detail on page 26.) 
 

CONSTRUCTION PERMITTING 
 
The KPB does not require building permits therefore activity presented in this section does not 
show all activity within the KPB.  Building projects permitted within the five cities that do 
require permits are shown.  Missing data would include construction projects within the KPB but 
outside the cities of Homer, Kenai, Seldovia, Seward and Soldotna as well as road construction 
projects, other public works projects, and signage permitting. 
 
Second quarter 2006 values and volume of permitting activity each dropped back slightly from 
the record setting levels of 2005 with 135 permits being issued during 2006 with a total assessed 
value of $21,127,200. 
 
Quarterly Permitting 
By Area, Value.  KPB total assessed permit values during the second quarter of 2006 was 
$21,127,200, just 3.4% less that the 2005 total of $21,860,075.  Homer and Soldotna combined 
to provide 69.5% of quarterly value, issuing permits totaling $7,467,100 and $7,231,328, 
respectively.  Soldotna’s total permit value was 5.8% greater than one year ago while Homer’s 
total dropped from the high of $11,246,000 last year, a 33.6% decrease.  Kenai issued 
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$4,157,100 in permit value, a 62.6% gain over 2005 and 19.7% of the KPB quarterly total. 
Seward issued $2,184,672 in permit values for 10.3% of the total and 188.0% greater than one 
year ago.  Seldovia issued building permits with a total assessed value of $87,000.  (See detail on 
page 31.) 
 
By Area, Volume.  There were 135 permits issued in the KPB as of June 30, 2006, ten fewer 
than the 145 permitted during second quarter 2005.  Kenai issued 42 permits, nine more than one 
year ago, and 31.1% of KPB’s total.  Homer issued 39 permits, eight fewer than one year ago 
and 28.9% of the total.  Activity in Soldotna decreased from 40 to 25, a drop of 37.5% for the 
quarter and 18.5% of KPB activity, while Seward was increased from 19 to 23 permits for 
17.0%.  Lastly, Seldovia activity was stable, issuing 6 permits with 4.4% of Borough activity.  
(See detail on page 32.)  
 
By Type, Value.  As total permit values decreased 3.4%, one permit category saw decreasing 
total value while three had increases.  New residential construction projects within the cities 
increased 35.2% in assessed value from $7,560,499 during second quarter 2005 to $10,219,599 
during the same quarter of 2006, a 35.2% gain and 48.4% of the total.  Commercial alteration/ 
addition permitting grew by 22.1% as total values rose from $1,589,958 to $1,941,323.  
Residential alteration/addition permitting increased 2.2% from $812,470 to $830,630.  New 
commercial permit values, the only category to decrease, provided 38.5% of value with a total of 
$8,135,648, down from $11,897,148 during second quarter 2005.  (See detail on page 33.) 
 
By Type, Volume.  While values increased in three of four construction permit categories, 
volume decreased in three of those four categories, indicating greater average value per permit.  
New residential activity increased 16.3% from 49 to 57 permits when comparing second quarters 
of 2005 and 2006.  Residential alteration/addition activity dropped 13.0% from 46 to 40 permits.  
Down 18.5%, new commercial projects decreased from 27 to 22 permits while alteration/ 
addition projects decreased from 23 to 16.    (See detail on page 34.)  
 

Year-to-Date Permitting 
Year-to-date June 30 permit values decreased 0.2% from the 2005 level of $28,000,330 to 
$27,930,358.  The 1995 record setting year occurred when the Seward SeaLife Center was 
permitted and values totaled $44,775,955.  Permit volume of 2005 dropped from the 2004 high 
of 202 permits to 176, but was second highest volume on record.  
 
By Area, Value.  Homer issued permits totaling $10,738,100 for 38.4% of the total KPB 
value during the first half of 2006.  Soldotna followed with $9,347,769 and 33.5% of the total.  
Kenai, issuing 17.6% of the KPB value, permitted $4,920,600 in construction projects, while 
Seward issued permits with assessed values totaling $2,806,889 for 10.0%.  Seldovia permits 
totaled $117,000 in assessed value.  (See detail on page 35.) 
 
By Area, Volume.  Year-to-date June 30 permitting decreased 12.9% from 2005 to 2006 as 
total activity dropped from 202 to 176 permits.  Kenai’s 56 permits surpassed the 43 permits 
issued during the first six months of 2005 by 30.2% and provided 31.8% of KPB activity to date.  
Homer issued 53 permits, 18.5% less than the 65 issued a year ago, and 30.1% of the total.  The 
30 permits issued in Soldotna, was 46.4% less than the 56 issued last year, while Seward, also 
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issuing 30 permits, dropped from 31 permits year-to-date 2005, a 3.2% decrease.  They each 
contributed 17.0% with Seldovia’s 4.0% making up the total.  Seldovia was stable, issuing seven 
permits during the first half of the year during both 2005 and 2006.  (See detail on page 36.)  
 
By Type, Value.  Assessed permit values decreased 0.2% from $28,000,330 to $27,930,358 
as new residential permit values increased 14.5% from $10,898,855 to $12,476,630 and provided 
44.7% of year-to-date value.  Commercial alteration/addition permit values gained 50.1%, 
increasing from $3,666,927 to $5,504,040 year-to-date June 30, 2006, providing 19.7% of the 
value.  Total assessed values of new commercial projects dropped 25.7% from $12,206,148 to 
$9,074,058 while residential alteration/addition projects decreased 28.7% from $1,228,400 to 
$875,630.  New commercial projects provided 32.5% of the value while residential 
alteration/addition rounded out the total with 3.1%.  (See detail on page 37.) 
 
By Type, Volume.  Of the 176 permits issued during the first two quarters of 2006, 65.4% 
were for residential projects.  Seventy permits were issued for new homes and 45 were for 
residential alterations or additions.  Commercial alterations added 35 permits, 19.9% of the total 
and new commercial permits provided the remaining 26 permits, 14.8%.  New residential 
permitting was the only category with increased activity, 4.5%.  Residential alterations were 
down 25.0%, new commercial activity dropped 21.2% and commercial activity was down 
16.7%.  (See detail on page 38.)  
 

Annual Construction - Year 2005 
Construction permits are required by KPB cities, but not by the KPB, resulting in incomplete 
construction activity data.  Permit values during 2005 totaled $44,733,803, a 69.1% decrease 
from record setting 2004 activity when total assessed values reached $84,041,457.  Both Homer 
and Soldotna had exceptional activity, but topping the list were the addition to Soldotna’s 
Central Peninsula General Hospital, Fred Meyer’s expansion, and Trustworthy Hardware’s new 
facility.  There were 338 permits issued during 2005, 8.3% more than the 312 issued during 
2004, and second highest on record.  There were 351 permits issued during 2002. 
 
By Area, Value.  Homer’s $21,611,400 in construction permit assessed values provided 
48.3% of KPB 2005 annual value, but was 10.2% less than during 2004.  Soldotna values 
decreased 69.1% but provided 25.7% of the total, issuing $11,509,360 in permits.  Kenai values 
totaled $8,237,900, increasing 72.1% for the year from $4,786,550, and providing 18.4% of the 
annual total.  Seward permit values dropped 83.8% to $2,863,143, providing 6.4% of the KPB 
total.  Seldovia’s $512,000 value provided the remaining 1.1%.  (See detail on page 39.) 
 
By Area, Volume.  During 2005 Homer issued 103 of 338 permits, 30.5% of the KPB total.  
Kenai issued 90 permits while Soldotna issued 81 permits, 26.6% and 24.0%, respectively.  
Kenai’s total reflected 13.9% growth while Soldotna showed a 20.9% increase.  Seward issued 
54 permits, identical to 2004 and 16.0% of the total while Seldovia’s 10 permits, 3.0% of the 
KPB total, was 150.0% greater than one year ago.  (See detail on page 40.) 
 
By Type, Value.  After strong construction activity during 2004, it is not surprising that 
values were down in three of four categories for 2005.  Only new residential activity experienced 
an increased total value.  The 2005 total assessed permit value was $44,733,803.  New projects 
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provided 82.7% of permit activity with commercial and residential permits providing 43.0% and 
39.7% of the total, respectively.  New commercial values reached $19,217,548, down 65.7% 
from the exceptional 2004 value of $56,079,343 while new residential permit values totaled 
$17,749,648, up 11.4% from $15,935,344 one year ago.  Commercial alteration/addition permit 
values totaled $5,531,479 for 12.4% of the total.  Residential alteration/addition permits added 
$2,235,128 for 5.0% of the total.  Commercial alteration/addition permit values dropped 39.5% 
while residential alteration/addition values were down 22.4%.  (See detail on page 41.) 
 
By Type, Volume.  Total 2005 permit activity increased 8.3% to 338 permits from 312 
during 2004.  New residential activity increased 18.1% from the 94 permits issued last year to 
111 permits during 2005.  There were 106 residential alteration/addition permits issued, 10.4% 
more than during 2004.  New commercial activity increased from 42 to 46 permits, 9.5%, while 
commercial alteration/addition activity dropped, 6.3%, from 80 to 75 permits.  (See detail on 
page 42.) 
 

EMPLOYMENT 
Employment data has been revised and a change in labor force statistics calculations for 
boroughs and census areas make data prior to 2000 not comparable with data from 2000 forward. 
 
KPB’s labor force remains strong, with annual peaks during the busy summer months.  The 
26,791 available workers during June was down 64 persons from June 2005.  The May labor 
force of 25,215 was 39 workers less than one year ago.  April available workers numbered 
23,790, this was 91 less than April of 2005.  Although the total available workers were down 
each month of the quarter, the total labor force remains near all time highs. 
 
There were 1,929 persons listed as unemployed in the KPB during June 2006, 86 fewer than June 
2005.  May unemployment was reported at 2,013; that is 71 more than during 2005.  April saw 
2,310 persons unemployed, 79 more than April 2005.  All three months were slightly above 
record lows, which generally occurred during 2001. 
 
KPB’s 2005 unemployment rates for second quarter increased the first two months but dropped 
from 7.5% June 2005 to 7.2% during June 2006.  June rates for the past four years decreased 
from 9.5% in 2003 to 9.0% during 2002, down to 7.5% last year and on down to 7.2% this year. 
 
2006 employment was down for April, 370 persons, and May, 110 persons, but June saw a 
reversal as 24,862 persons were employed.  This is 22 greater than during June of 2005 when 
24,840 persons were employed in the KPB.  (See detail on pages 47-51.)  
 

POPULATION 
The Kenai Peninsula population is estimated at 51,268 persons, a 0.6% annual gain.  Four of the 
six incorporated cities marked gains with Homer increasing 1.9% to 5,435; Seldovia gained 9.1% 
to 287 and Seward increased 2.6%, to 2,606 persons.  Soldotna’s population grew 2.7% to 3,869.  
Kenai lost 0.5% with a population of 6,777 while Kachemak City lost 3.8% to 457 persons.  
Alaska’s population was estimated at 663,661 for 2005, an 8.9% increase for the year.  (See page 
54 for detail.)

Gross and Taxable Sales data are generally received quarterly through Sales Tax Returns from businesses 
within the KPB.  Some businesses are required to report monthly while others with very low taxable sales 
may report on an annual basis.  Sales that are exempt from sales tax include:  

Sales tax records provide data useful for predicting economic trends and provide a basis for administrative 
decisions.  Data collected are specific to the area collecting and reporting sales; but, by combining data 
from reporting communities, KPB trends can be determined.  Routinely, three years or twelve quarters of 
information are revised each quarter.  Sales data is provided by the KPB Finance Department, Sales Tax 
Division and includes detail from Homer, Kenai, Seldovia, Seward, Soldotna and “Other KPB” areas.  
“Other KPB” indicates areas within the KPB but outside the boundaries of five incorporated cities.  It also 
includes Kachemak City, which does not impose a sales tax.  The 2% KPB sales tax is included in the city 
rates listed below, with revenues dedicated to funding the KPB school district.  The balance is the tax 
imposed by each city with revenues being managed by that city.  

The KPB does not provide an incentive for reporting non-taxable sales, resulting in incomplete Gross Sales 
data.

Employment data are acquired from the Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development (AK DOLWD) as reported by 
each business.  

Government employees include federal, state, borough and local government employees as well as persons employed by public 
school and the state university.  Employees of both Central Peninsula General Hospital in Soldotna and South Peninsula General 
Hospital in Homer are included in government data rather than service data because they are owned by and receive funds from the 
KPB.

The AK DOLWD updates employment data regularly.  Self-employed workers, fishers, domestics, unpaid family help,  most 
individuals engaged in agriculture and some other smaller worker groups are excluded from these figures due to exemption from 
certain reporting requirements.

KPB population trends are determined through the decennial census conducted by the United States Census 
Bureau.  A portion of Census 2000 data is presented in this section.  Additional data is available through the 
U.S. Census Bureau or through the KPB CEDD office.  Check out the U.S. Census Bureau website 
(http://www.census.gov/), which has two fantastic options, QuickFacts and AmericanFactFinder.

Census data is collected for two types of area, incorporated cities and Census Designated Places (CDP).  
Incorporated cities within the KPB include Homer, Kachemak City, Kenai, Seldovia, Seward and Soldotna.  
To be classified as a CDP, there are no specific boundaries but rather geographic features such as rivers, 
roads, or ridges.  Certain characteristics must be present, including:
          *  A sense of community;
          *  A population of 25 or more; and
          *  It must have been recognized as possibly fitting the critieria four years prior to the census as            
planning began.

The Census Bureau considers an incorporated city with a population greater than 2,500 to be urban, of which 
there are four in the KPB: Homer, Kenai, Seward and Soldotna.  As of Census 2000 Kenai is ranked 6th 
largest in Alaska, Homer ranks 14th, and Soldotna is the 15th largest Alaskan city.
