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Introduction

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Executive Summary

Kenai Peninsula Borough (KPB) economic data regarding first quarter of 2007 has some
interesting twists. Taxable sales increased 8.4% and reported gross sales increased
18.5%, both reaching all time highs. Although sales in the construction Line of Business
(LOB) was strong, both construction permit volume and total value of those permits
dropped considerably. However, reported permits include only construction within the
five cities of Homer, Kenai, Seldovia, Seward, and Soldotna because the KPB does not
require building permits. The labor force, along with employment for the quarter, both
marked increases resulting in a 1.1% decrease in the unemployment rate, always a good
indication.

First quarter gross sales increased 18.5% from $385,825,140 during first quarter 2006 to
$457,260,935 during 2007 a $71,435,795 increase. Taxable sales increased 8.4% to
$170,135,265 from $156,915,714, a $13,219,551 increase.

Construction permitting activity was weak during the first quarter as total permit value
decreased 64.5% from the value one year ago, dropping from $6,803,158 during 2006 to
$2,415,509 during 2007. Permit volume dropped from 41 issued permits during first
quarter 2006 to 28 during first quarter 2007. Certainly the late spring of 2007 was a
factor. Permit activity during the next several months will provide a better measure of
annual borough construction.

Unemployment indicators for the first quarter of 2007 were all positive, month for month,
when compared to January, February and March of 2006. The labor force averaged a
monthly gain of 105 persons for each month of the quarter, while unemployment
decreased a monthly average of 216 persons per month. Employment increased an
average of 322 persons per month. Even as employment and the labor force increased,
unemployment rates for each of the first three months of the year marked improvement.
The January rate was down from 10.9% to 10.3%. The February rate dropped from
11.5% to 10.4%; and the March rate decreased from 10.2% to 9.1%.

WalMart is on schedule to open a store in Kenai with plans to open for business during
first quarter 2008. Lowe’s, while having delayed plans for a year, remains interested in
developing a Kenai store.

Oil, gas and mining issues remain in the spotlight as three major projects are under
consideration. Development of either the natural gas pipeline from the North Slope or
the Pebble copper, gold and molybdenum mine located west of Cook Inlet would have a
positive impact the KPB economy as well as on a statewide level. Agrium’s Blue Sky
project in Nikiski, still in phase two of development, would provide feed stock for
Agrium for years into the future.

Aside from these projects, other activity must also be noted. Forest Oil has sold its
Alaska assets to Pacific Energy, a company that sees acquisition of the Cook Inlet assets
as an opportunity to develop proven and undeveloped reserves, while fitting the core of
their operations. ConocoPhillips has applied for an extension of their export license to
Japan an additional two years, allowing them to continue operations into 2011. Chevron
took over Unocal in 2005 and has stated intentions to extend productive life in the mature
fields of Cook Inlet, and may increase the oil production as well. In addition, Chevron
plans to do more drilling, and to work on expansion of gas storage. Gas storage has
become an important issue due to peak usage during the long winter months, resulting in
demands greater than production over the time period. Agrium closed down plant
operations this past winter, fully aware that shut-downs were probable as high residential
usage occurs during cold spells. Residential usage is a priority, as Agrium and
ConocoPhillips are well aware.

Population data for 2006 have been received with growth across the KPB estimated at
0.2% for the year. Homer’s population increased 0.3%, while Kenai increased by 1.3%,
and Seward gained 0.8%. Kachemak City’s population increased by 0.2%. Seldovia
City saw a 23.3% decrease, and Soldotna’s population decreased 1.6%.

SALES

The long-time reader of the KPB economic reports will note major changes in the
reporting of Borough sales. The long-awaited North America Industrial Classification
System (NAICS) has been implemented in the KPB sales database. This change was
initiated due to signing of NAFTA, with implementation beginning on the federal level
onJanuary 1, 1994. As implementation was completed at the national level, Alaska
began implementation, with the KPB following with an effective date of July 1, 2006.

The NAICS industry codes are substantially different from those of the out-dated
Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) codes, with the number of major industry sectors
increasing from nine to twenty. Clearly, all historical trends have become obsolete. This
publication provides sales data by LOB from 2002 to the present. Additional history will
be presented as it becomes available. With tens of thousands of businesses reporting, the
reader can be certain that adjustments will be made over the next year or two with regard
to specific business activity of each establishment. Data presented in this publication is
accurate as of June 20, 2007.

Initial first quarter 2007 gross sales data indicates an 18.5% increase in sales from

$385,825,140 during first quarter 2006 to $457,260,935 during first quarter 2007. With
twenty LOB’s to report, only three sectors marked decreasing sales. Taxable sales gained

8.4%, increasing from $156,915,714 during first quarter 2006 to $170,135,265 during the
most recent quarter, with five LOB’s reporting decreased sales. Taxable sales increased
$13,219,551 for the quarter.

It must be noted that, effective April 2004, a change in sales reporting options became
effective. Businesses that have less than $6,000 in taxable sales annually, and meeting
other reporting requirements, may opt to report all sales annually during fourth quarter,
rather than on a quarterly basis. This skews quarterly gross sales data, with fewer sales
reported during first, second and third quarter, but increased sales reported during fourth
quarter when annual sales reports are due. In addition to new software, additional
reporting requirements have been implemented so some nontaxable sales not formerly
required to be reported now are required reporting. This may cause apparent sales
increases where the increase is actually due to more complete, and therefore more
accurate, reporting.

Quarterly Sales

Gross by Line of Business. Of twenty LOB’s, two experienced increased sales of over
twenty-five million dollars. Manufacturing sales increased from $20,053,926 to
$45,510,647, a gain of 126.9%, while sales in transportation & warehousing grew from
$12,194,458 to $38,068,605, gaining 212.2%, gains of $25,456,721 and $25,874,147,
respectively. Construction sales experienced the third largest gain, increasing 44.2%
from $31,786,524 to $45,849,780. Gross retail sales, with the largest dollar total,
increased from $116,465,051 to $122,819,167, a gain of $6,354,116 or 5.5%. Utility
sales grew to $39,582,454, up 22.0%. Two other LOB’s had sales increases in excess of
$1 million when compared to first quarter 2006. Service sales grew $3,551,539 to
$13,986,626, for 34.0%, while accommodation & food service sales increased 13.5% to
$18,480,587, up $2,196,235.

LOB’s with declining sales include mining, education services, and arts, entertainment, &
recreation. Mining sales decreased 39.9% or $16,352,747 to $24,665,666. Education
service sales lost 18.1% to top out at $486,653. Arts, entertainment, & recreation sales
dropped 2.0% to $1,129,147. (See page 15 for detail.)

Taxable by Line of Business. Taxable sales increased 8.4% for the quarter, a gain of
$13,219,551 to reach $170,135,265. Retail sales had the largest gain, $5,509,400, to
reach $79,364,830, a 7.5% increase. Ultilities were the second largest gainer with
$4,236,408 more in sales first quarter 2007 than during 2006 first quarter with sales
totaling $19,198,913. With a large percentage increase, sales in finance & insurance
grew by 22.4% to reach $102,576. Service sales increased 14.9% to $6,193,102. One
other LOB, sale of wholesale goods, increased over $1 million, or 7.4%, to total
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$16,355,963 in taxable sales. Real estate, rentals & leasing transactions, not tracked
separately under the old SIC system, provided $7,207,844 in taxable sales, up 5.8% from
first quarter 2006. This category includes all types of rental — cars, clothes, tools, etc.

Five LOB’s experienced declining quarterly sales when compared to 2006. Taxable
education service sales were down 16.5% to $317,154. Transportation & warehousing
sales dropped 11.6% to $1,011,306. Arts, entertainment, & recreation sales were down
7.5% to $825,228. Manufacturing sales reached $1,186,788, a 5.1% decline. Lastly,
taxable mining sales dropped 0.3% to $717,915. (See page 16 for detail.)

Gross by Area. With only one of six reporting areas experiencing declining sales for the
quarter, overall gross sales increased 18.5% to $457,260,935. Kenai sales of $95,818,905
were 51.6% above those reported one year ago. Seward sales gained 17.6% when
compared to first quarter 2006 with $25,512,049 in reported sales. Other KPB sales
increased 14.4% to $195,298,388. Up 8.8%, Homer gross sales grew to $61,180,737.
Soldotna’s 7.6% increase brought total gross sales to $77,972,599 for the quarter.

Seldovia, the only area with decreasing gross sales, saw a decrease of 2.6% to
$1,478,257. (See detail on page 17.)

Taxable by Area. Taxable sales across the KPB grew by 8.4% for the first quarter of
2007 when compared to the first quarter of 2006 with sales totaling $170,135,265. Each
of the six areas experienced increasing sales. With the largest percentage gain, Seldovia
sales grew 19.0% over first quarter 2006 to reach $757,839 with strength in several
LOB’s. Sales in Other KPB increased 14.4% with strong utility sales. Soldotna’s 7.8%
gain follows strong retail sales and accommodation & food service sales, with sales
totaling $45,414,534, a $3,271,109 increase. Seward taxable sales were 6.3% greater
than first quarter 2006 and totaled $10,809,965, a gain of $644,955. Kenai sales totaled
$33,471,258, a 3.7% increase of $1,193,611, with gains in accommodation & food
service sales and retail sales, just as in Soldotna. (See detail on page 18.)

Annual Sales

KPB gross sales during 2006 decreased 4.3% to $2,452,826,369 from the 2005 total of
$2,564,248,241, a drop of $111,421,872. However, both the 2004 and 2005 totals appear
to have been overstated by a reporting error. Sales during 2004 were reported as having
gained 21.4%, a substantial increase, with 2005 adding another 9.9%. Until the values
can be verified through audits, the numbers stand as reported.

Taxable sales increased 7.4% from 2005 to 2006 with sales reaching $886,826,736,
following a 5.7% increase from 2004 to the 2005 level of $826,015,420.
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Gross by Line of Business. Due to NAICS implementation, there are now twenty
reporting categories while the out-dated SIC system had only nine. Five of the twenty
LOB’s experienced declining sales when comparing 2006 sales to those of 2005. The
majority of the decline occurred in sale of wholesale goods, which dropped by 43.2% or
$201,583,724. That drop is probably due to an over reporting error during 2004 and
2005. Other LOB’s with decreasing sales were manufacturing, dropping 28.7% to
$177,179,647; mining, down 6.2% to $216,106,909; agriculture, forestry, fishing &
hunting, down 12.5% to $5,101,879; and medical & social services, which declined 2.6%
to $16,559,300 in reported sales.

With the majority of LOB’s experiencing sales increases, we will focus on the largest
LOB’s and largest changes. The largest monetary increase occurred in construction,
which gained $71,697,941 or 24.7% to total sales of $361,779,194 during 2006. The
large retail LOB gained 5.4% or $32,753,251, increasing from $609,460,992 in sales
during 2005 to $642,214,243 during 2006. Utilities sales saw a 17.0% increase,
$17,544,985, to sales of $121,016,281. Also increasing over ten million dollars, the
accommodation & food services LOB had a sales increase of $10,168,145, or 7.9%, for a
total of $139,458,133. (See detail on page 19.)

Taxable by Line of Business. Taxable sales within the KPB increased $60,811,316
from 2005 to 2006 with total taxable sales of $886,826,736. With twenty LOB’s
reported, only one experienced decreasing taxable sales for the year. Transportation &
warehousing sales decreased 6.1%, or $2,346,561, to $36,010,865. All other LOB’s
experienced growth.

Notably, 2006 retail sales of $412,784,339 were 6.2% greater than those of 2005, a
$24,168,840 gain. Utility sales increased by 21.4% to reach $49,800,541, up $8,768,233.
Accommodation & food service sales grew by 7.7% to $126,704,419, gaining $9,084,843
over the 2005 total. (Detail on page 20.)

Gross by Area. Gross sales increased 5.0% from 2005 to 2006 with Homer sales
gaining 14.6% or $45,372,984 for the year to reach $355,526,103 as sales in the
construction LOB increased in excess of $18 million dollars. Seldovia gross sales
increased 9.8% to reach $7,546,116, also with strong growth in construction sales.
Soldotna gross sales grew by 9.1% or $35,934,613 to total $431,976,704 with strength in
service sales as well as construction, utilities, finance & insurance, and retail sales.
Seward gained 4.7% to sales of $198,321,090, increasing by $8,973,036 with wholesale
goods sales increasing by $7.2 million. Sales in Other KPB decreased 16.1% to total
$1,003,645,519 for the year although utility sales increased by $6.8 million, retail sales
gained $5.2 million, and sale of wholesale goods improved by $4.1 million. Some of this
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apparent decrease in sales may be due to the suspected over reporting of sales during
2004 and 2005.

Kenai was the only area with decreased annual gross sales, dropping by 2.1%.
Construction sales increased by nearly $15 million, retail sales gained just under $12
million, transportation & warehousing grew by $8.0 million, but the $35.7 million drop in
mining sales resulted in an overall decrease of $9,714,284 to $455,810,837. (See detail
on page 21.)

Taxable by Area. Taxable sales increased in each of the six reporting areas during 2006,
with the total increase for the KPB at 7.4% with taxable sales reaching $886,826,736, a
gain of $60,811,316 over 2005. Other KPB taxable sales grew by $23,940,190 to
$256,577,305, gaining 10.3%. Seldovia taxable sales increased 8.0% to $3,651,294.
Soldotna, with a 7.5% gain, had taxable sales totaling $227,088,308 as retail sales
increased by $9.7 million. Kenai followed with a 7.3% gain to total sales of
$155,692,103, up $10,584,476. (See detail on page 22.)

CONSTRUCTION PERMITTING

Quarterly Permitting

Data for construction sales and construction permitting seem to be in conflict. While
gross construction sales for first quarter of 2007 over first quarter of 2006 grew by $14
million to the highest total since 2000, permitting activity was slow. Total value of
permits issued by the five cities reached $2,415,509, compared to $6,803,158 during first
quarter 2006 — the lowest total value since 1994. Twenty-eight construction permits were
issued during the quarter compared to 41 during first quarter 2006, resulting in the lowest
volume since the first quarter of 1999. The apparent conflict in data is probably due to
construction activity outside the cities because the KPB does not require permits for
construction projects; therefore, only construction activity within the cities is reported. It
is also worth mentioning that spring came slowly this year, possibly slowing application
activity.

By Area, Value. Although total value of Soldotna construction permits dropped 60.9%,
the city issued the highest first quarter area total value, $827,771, when compared to the
six areas reported within the KPB. Seward followed closely with $803,238 in permit
value, up 29.1% over 2006. Kenai issued a similar total, $769,500, an 0.8% increase over
one year ago. Seldovia issued a single permit with a $15,000 value, while Homer did not
issue any construction permits during first quarter 2007. (See detail on page 24.)
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By Area, Volume. Kenai issued 11 permits, down from the 14 issued during 2006, but
more than any of the other reporting areas. Soldotna issued nine permits, up from the
five issued during first quarter one year ago. Seward issued seven permits, the same as
last year. Seldovia was stable, issuing one permit, as it has during first quarter each of
the past four years. While Homer issued fourteen permits last year, there were no permits
issued in Homer during 2007 first quarter. (See detail on page 24.)

By Type, Value. With a KPB total permit value of $2,415,509, new residential
construction projects made up 44% of the first quarter 2007 total, $1,062,722.
Commercial alteration projects added $835,725 for 34.6% of the total. Residential
alteration/addition permits added another $308,549, followed by new commercial
permitting with a total value of $208,513, for 12.7% and 8.6%, respectively. (See detail
on page 25)

By Type, Volume. One new commercial project was permitted during first quarter 2007,
compared to five permits one year ago. Six new residential permits were issued, down
from thirteen during 2006 first quarter. There were eight permits issued for residential
alteration, up from five last year. Lastly, commercial alteration projects were down from
eighteen permits a year ago to thirteen during first quarter 2007. (See detail on page 25.)

Annual Permitting

Construction permit values during 2004 totaled $84,041,457, easily passing the previous
high of 1995 when the total value reached $61,670,382. Activity during 2005 dropped to
$44,733,803, but 2006 increased to nearly the level of 2004 as a total of $80,230,660 in
construction permits was issued. Permit activity is only available for areas within KPB
cities because the KPB does not require building permits as the cities do.

There were 323 construction permits issued within the cities during 2006, fifteen less
than the 338 issued during 2005 but eleven greater than the 312 issued during 2004.

By Area, Value. With a permit total value of $80,230,660 issued during 2006, Seward
permitting accounted for 31.8% with a $25,537,249 total value. Seward’s total is the
highest since 1995 when the SealL.ife Center was permitted, and is second highest on
record. Soldotna was close behind with $23,194,400 or 28.9%. This is also Soldotna’s
second highest year on record behind the 2004 total of $37,296,926. Homer 2006 total
permit value of $20,287,857 was its third highest year on record behind 2004 and 2005.
Kenai’s permit total, $11,076,154, was seventh highest on record for that city. Seldovia’s
permit total value reached $135,000 during 2006, down from $512,000 during 2005.

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By Area, Volume. With 323 building permits issued during 2006, 113 were issued in
Kenai, 35.0% of the KPB total, and up from the ninety Kenai issued during 2005. Homer
issued 83 permits, down from 103 a year ago, providing 25.7% of the KPB total.
Soldotna added 64 permits to the total for 19.8%, down from 81 permits issued during
2005. Seward’s 55 permits was one greater than the 54 permits issued last year, and
17.0% of the KPB total. Lastly, Seldovia issued eight permits, down from the ten issued
during 2005. (See detail on page 26.)

By Type, Value. New commercial permitting provided 54.8% of the 2006 total value
with $44,002,152 of the $80,230,660 KPB total. New residential projects added
$26,277,740, up from the $17,749,648 issued a year earlier, and setting a new record high
value for the sixth year in a row. Commercial alteration added $7,880,588, up 42.5%
from 2005, while residential alteration added $2,070,180, down 7.4% from a year earlier.
The total value was 79.4% above the 2005 total of $44,733,803. (See detail on page 27.)

By Type, Volume. With a 4.4% decrease in construction permit volume for 2006, only
new residential volume increased when compared to 2005. There were 126 new homes
permitted within KPB cities during 2006 compared to 111 during 2005. An additional 86
permits were issued for residential alteration and/or additions, down from 106 during
2005. Sixty-eight permits were issued for commercial alteration/addition projects, down
from 75 a year ago. Lastly, 43 new commercial permits were issued, down from 46
during 2005. (See detail on page 27.)

UNEMPLOYMENT

Unemployment statistics are received from the Alaska Department of Labor on a monthly
basis. The data are developed from a survey of residents across the state with survey
results input into a nationwide model. The detail is not an actual count, but rather an
estimate based upon survey responses and calculations used in the standardized model.

The January 2007 estimate of KPB’s labor force was 24,577 persons, up from 24,261
during January 2006. February’s total of 24,282 was down from 24,422 a year ago. The
March total, 24,394, was greater than the 24,254 of March 2006. The first quarter
average labor force was 105 persons greater than the 2005 first quarter average.

There were 2,537 unemployed persons in the KPB during January 2007, down from
2,638 one year ago. During February unemployment dropped to 2,517, down from the
2,812 one year earlier. The March 2007 count dropped again, to 2,222, less than the
estimated 2,475 of the unemployed total during March 2006. Average unemployment
during the first quarter of 2007 was 216 persons less than that of 2006 first quarter.
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KPB’s January 2007 employment rate of 10.3% was down from 10.9% during January
2006. The rate increased to 10.4% during February, but remained well below the 11.5%
rate of February 2006. The rate improved during March to 9.1% to more than a percent
below the March 2006 rate of 10.2%. The average first quarter unemployment rate
during 2007 was 9.9%, compared to the 10.9% average for first quarter 2006.

January 2007 employment increased to 22,040 over the 21,623 estimated a year earlier.
February saw a similar increase as employment moved from 21,610 to 21,765. March
followed suit as employment rose to 22,172 from 21,779. The quarterly average
employment increased by 322 jobs from 21,671 during first quarter 2006 to 21,992
during first quarter 2007. (See detail on pages 33.)

POPULATION

Population estimates for 2006 show the Kenai Peninsula population at 51,350 persons, a
0.2% increase for the year. Since Census 2000, the KPB natural increase (births minus
deaths) has been a gain of 1,659 persons, and in the past year, 82 persons. Other changes
are due to in or out migration.

CDP’s and cities with the greatest estimated change from 2005 to 2006 include
Kalifornsky, with a gain of 166 persons and Kenai gaining 87. Bear Creek gained 38 and
Anchor Point gained 36 persons. With decreasing population, Ridgeway saw a loss of
101 persons. Seldovia’s population decreased by 67 persons while Soldotna was down
62. Fritz Creek was down 52 persons while Diamond Ridge lost 42 residents.

Since the 2005 city estimates, Homer has gained 0.3% to 5,454 persons while Kachemak
City gained 0.2% to a total of 458 persons. Kenai gained 1.3% to 6,864 residents.
Seldovia City decreased 23.3% to 220 and Seward gained 0.8%, to 2,627 persons.
Soldotna’s population decreased 1.6% to 3,807. Alaska’s population, estimated at
670,053 for 2006, increased 0.1% from 663,661 during 2005. (See page 35 for detail.)

The 2006 median age is estimated at 33.5 years for Alaska and 39.7 years for the KPB.
Comparing the KPB with Alaska’s largest boroughs, the KPB has the oldest population.
Juneau follows with a median age of 38.8 years. The Matanuska-Susitna Borough
follows with an average age of 34.9 years while the Municipality of Anchorage stands at
32.4 years. The youngest median age of the large boroughs is 31.2 years in Fairbanks.
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KPB Sales

Due to implementation of NAICS, presentation of sales data has changed dramatically since the last quarterly was prepared. The
former system consisted of nine industry codes. NAICS has twenty. Clearly, former trends are completely worthless The new
system provides greater detail by adding categories which twenty years ago were not even a consideration as a line of business.

KPB sales information includes detail from Homer, Kenai, Seldovia, Seward, Soldotna and “Other KPB" - which indicates the area
within the KPB but outside the boundaries of the five incorporated cities. It also includes Kachemak City, which does not impose a
sales tax. The 2% KPB sales tax is included in the city rates listed below, with revenues dedicated to funding the KPB school
district. The balance is imposed by each city with revenues being managed by that city.

With implementation of the new standards, nontaxable sales are expected to be reported. Over the next several reports, gross sales
should reflect the new requirements with more complete sales reporting.

Construction Permitting

Construction permits are not required within the KPB except within the incorporated cities of Homer, Kenai, Seldovia,
Seward and Soldotna; therefore, data reported in this document does not include all KPB construction activity. It does,
however, provide city trends. Permit categories include Residential New (RN), Residential Alteration/Addition (RA),
Commercial New (CN) and Commercial Alteration/Addition (CA). Individual cities may have other categories, but in
an effort to provide consistent categories across the KPB, those categories have been combined into one of the four.
Borough-wide new residential construction per the KPB Assessing Department is presented in the annual statistical
report, Situations and Prospects . Homer, Kenai, Seldovia and Soldotna permit activity has been recorded since 1986
but Seward did not require permits until 1988.

Employment includes all persons who are gainfully employed by establishments
that meet requirements for reporting of wages. Unemployment is calculated by subtracting the
number of gainfully employed persons from the estimated total labor force. Lastly, the

unemployment rate is calculated by dividing the number of unemployed persons by the estimated

Census 2000

KPB population counts are conducted by the United States Census Bureau every ten years. Check out their website
(http://lwww.census.gov/), which has two options that are loaded with data - QuickFacts, and AmericanFactFinder.

Census data is collected for two types of area, incorporated cities and Census Designated Places (CDP). Incorporated cities
within the KPB include Homer, Kachemak City, Kenai, Seldovia, Seward and Soldotna. To be classified as a CDP, there
are no specific boundaries but rather geographic features such as rivers, roads, or ridges. Certain characteristics must be
present, including:

* A sense of community;

* A population of 25 or more; and
* |t must have been recognized as possibly fitting the criteria four years prior to the census, as planning began.

The Census Bureau considers an incorporated city with a population greater than 2,500 to be urban, of which there are four
in the KPB: Homer, Kenai, Seward and Soldotna. As of Census 2000 Kenai is ranked 6th largest in Alaska, Homer ranks
14th, and Soldotna is the 15th largest Alaskan city.
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Population Estimates

The Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development prepares population estimates for Alaska on an annual basis.
The estimates include Armed Forces members serving in Alaska and exclude seasonal populations. Estimates are developed
using Alaska Permanent Fund Dividend data, vital statistics, and survey information as the primary indicators of population
change. Although estimates are identified as for July 1, the figures represent annual average resident population for the year
rather than that date.

These revised, current estimates are consistent with U.S. Census Bureau statewide total population estimates and supersede
all previously published estimates.
